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Rail line connecting Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan and Iran
KTZ Express, a subsidiary of 
Kazakhstan Railways, and the 
Islamic Republic of Iran Shipping 
Lines have established a joint 
venture to develop logistics infra-
structure. The two companies are 
planning to construct a terminal in 
the port of Bandar Abbas (Iran) in 
Q4/2017. 

In addition to that joint project, the 
two partners intend to organize ef-

ficient transport and logistics ser-
vices between Kazakhstan, Iran, 
the CIS and ports on the Caspian 
Sea. 

A KTZ delegation attended a re-
cent meeting of heads of railway 
administrations of the economic 
cooperation organization and dis-
cussed the potential to further de-
velop the railway corridor linking 
Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan and

China-Russia rail bridge on right track
The construction of a cross-bor-
der rail bridge between China and 
Russia has moved a step closer to 
completion because the project’s 
funding gap has been covered, 
according to the Chinese govern-
ment. 

The USD 379 million project bea-
ring the name Amur international 

rail bridge, will connect Tongjiang 
in China’s northeastern Heilong-
jiang province with Nizhnelenins-
koye in Russia’s Jewish autono-
mous oblast. 

It is expected that the bridge will 
help unleash the potential of Tong-
jiang as a key transportation hub 
in the region. Construction started 

in 2014, but it came to a halt due to 
the funding problem and construc-
tion delays on the Russian side.

Information No 02-25/38 of the Em-
bassy of Turkmenistan in Berlin:

According to the regulations of the 
Turkmenistan Customs Code, star-
ting February 15, 2017, with goods 
imported for free trade within the 
country or temporary storage on 
Turkmenistan territory, the accom-
panying documentation of the goods 
must also contain a copy of the cus-
toms declaration of the country of 
origin.
